smoldering or smoking fire shall be completely extinguished.
There must be a responsible person constantly attending the fire at all times.
Burning of household waste or trash. scrap lumber, or anything other than the allowed materials listed is
PROHIBITED at all times.
4. Burning of materials that cause dense smoke or odor, including piles of lawn clippings or leaves, plastics, tires,
insulation, or any such related material is PROHIBITED at all times.
5. The following safety precautions shall be followed:
= Have a fire extinguisher. water hose, or other appropriate water source available.
= Keep the fire within a safe distance from a structure (including combustible fences).
= Fire must be attended at all times.
6. No burning when the wind is blowing and could cause the fire to become out of control or when a red flag
warning has been implemented due to weather conditions.
7. No burning during emergency fire bans issued by the Mesa County Health Department, Mesa County Sheriff,
or the Governor.
8. You may be held liable for damages caused by your fire if it becomes out of control and damages the property
of others.
